The  Treaty  of  L i sbon  in t roduced  the  European  Cit izens  ' In i t ia t i ve ,  which  was  l aunched

as  a  too l  in  the  hands  of  c i t i zens  to  def ine  the  pol i t ica l  agenda  in  Apr i l  2012 ,  at  the

moment  when  the  Regulat ion  on  the  c i t i zens '  in i t ia t i ve  fo r  which  The  prov i s ions  of

the  Treaty  apply .  In  2017 ,  as  part  of  Pres ident  Juncker 's  speech  on  the  s tate  of  the

Union ,  the  European  Commiss ion  presented  a  ser ies  of  proposa ls  fo r  re forming  the

European  Cit izens '  In i t ia t i ve  to  fu r ther  fac i l i ta te  i t s  use .  In  December  2018 ,  the

European  Par l iament  and  the  Counci l  approved  that  re form .  The  rev i sed  s tandards

wi l l  begin  on  January  1 ,  2020 .

researchers ,  educators  and  cul tura l  her i tage  ins t i tut ions .

 

This  Direct i ve  protects  creat i v i ty  in  the  dig i ta l  age  and  ensures  that  EU  c i t i zens  benef i t

f rom  wider  access  to  content  and  new  guarantees  to  fu l l y  protect  the i r  f reedom  of

express ion  onl ine .  The  new  ru les  wi l l  conso l idate  the  creat i ve  indust r ies ,  which  represent

1 1 .65  mil l ion  jobs  and  6 .8% of  GDP ,  and  whose  va lue  amounts  to  915 ,000  mil l ion  euros  per

year .

 

This  vote  guarantees  the  r ight  balance  between  the  in terests  of  a l l  actors  (users ,  creators ,

authors  and  the  press ) ,  whi le  establ i sh ing  proport ionate  obl igat ions  fo r  onl ine  plat forms .

 

The  Copyr ight  Direct i ve  protects  f reedom  of  express ion ,  an  essent ia l  va lue  of  the

European  Union .  I t  establ i shes  so l id  sa feguards  fo r  users ,  making  i t  c lear  that  anywhere  in

Europe  the  use  of  ex i s t ing  works  fo r  purposes  of  appointment ,  cr i t ic i sm ,  rev iew ,  car icature

and  parody  i s  expl ic i t l y  a l lowed .  This  means  that  memes  and  other  s imi la r  fo rms  of  parody

can  be  used  f ree ly .  The  in terests  of  the  users  are  a lso  preserved  through  ef fect i ve

mechanisms  to  quick ly  chal lenge  any  unjust i f ied  suppress ion  of  the i r  content  by  the

plat forms .

 

 

At  the  same  t ime ,  the  Direct i ve  wi l l  improve  the  pos i t ion  of  creators  and  publ i shers  in

negot iat ions  with  l a rge  plat forms  that  take  advantage  of  the i r  content  to  a  l a rge  extent .

Writers ,  journa l i s t s ,  s ingers ,  music ians  and  actors  wi l l  f ind  i t  eas ie r  to  negot iate  better

contracts  with  the i r  publ i shers  or  producers .  In  addi t ion ,  the  new  ru les  wi l l  a l low  research

organizat ions ,  univers i t ies ,  l earn ing  centers ,  l ib rar ies  and  museums  to  use  more  onl ine

content .

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Last March 26, the European Commission decided to register a European Citizen Initiative entitled

"#NewRightsNow - Reinforce the rights of the" uberised "workers".

 

The organizers call on the Commission to ensure that "digital platforms have the obligation to pay a

guaranteed minimum income to workers on their own account" who work for them regularly ». The

organizers maintain that this measure "would guarantee and stabilize their income and [...], in particular,

would curb the job insecurity of the" uberized "workers".

 

Under the Treaties, the EU can take legal action to enable Europeans to carry out activities on their own.

Consequently, the Commission has considered that the initiative is legally admissible and has decided to

register it in the register. At this stage of the process, the Commission has not yet analyzed the substance

of the initiative, but only its legal admissibility.

 

The registration of this Initiative will take place on April 1, 2019, which will start a process of collecting

signatures of support from its organizers that will last one year. If the initiative receives one million

statements of support within one year, from at least seven different Member States, the Commission must

analyze it and decide within three months. The Commission may decide to proceed with the request or

not, but in both cases it must justify its decision.

 

Once officially registered, the European citizens' initiative allows 1 million citizens of at least a quarter of

the EU Member States to ask the European Commission to present legislative proposals in areas where

they have the competence to do so.

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M E P s  c a l l  f o r  E U  M a g n i t s ky  Ac t  t o  i m p o s e  

s a n c t i o n s  o n  h u m a n  r i g h t s  a b u s e r s

The EP has endorsed a resolution calling for new EU human rights

sanctions to punish state and non-state actors responsible for serious

violations of human rights.

 

 

In a resolution adopted in mid-March, the European Parliament calls

for the establishment of a new sanctions regime at EU level to impose

asset freezes and visa bans on people involved in serious human rights

violations. The list should include state and non-state actors who have

contributed, physically, financially or through acts of systemic

corruption, to such abuses and crimes, throughout the world.

 

 

MEPs affirm that the decision to list and eliminate the people involved

should be based on clear, transparent and specific criteria, directly

related to the crime committed, in order to guarantee a thorough

judicial review and the redress of rights. They also urge the EU

countries to establish a mechanism to impose sanctions and have

European supervision, since in recent months there have also been

cases in which European companies and countries have violated EU

sanctions.

 

 

The new sanctions regime would strengthen the role of the EU as a

global human rights actor and should symbolically bear the name of

Sergei Magnitsky, a Russian tax accountant who investigated

corruption who died in a Moscow prison in 2009, after suffering

inhuman conditions and tortures.

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The European Commission decided to refer Ireland to the EU Court of Justice for failing to transpose the EU rules

on package travel (Directive (EU) 2015/2302) to national legislation. The Commission will request the Court to

impose the lump sum payment based on a daily amount of € 3,808.80 with the minimum minimum amount of €

1,181,000 and a daily penalty of € 15,996.96. The amount of sanctions is calculated taking into account the severity

and duration of the infringement, as well as the payment capacity of the Member State and its institutional

weight.

 

The modernized package travel rules guarantee clearer information for travelers, including the obligation to

indicate their price and any additional charges when booking vacation packages. EU rules also ensure stronger

cancellation rights, clearer rules on liability, reimbursement and repatriation in case the organizers go bankrupt.

There are also clearer and easier rules for companies when they carry out cross-border activities.

 

In November 2015, Member States agreed to transpose EU rules into national legislation before 1 January 2018 and

should enter into force on 1 July 2018. In March 2018, the Commission initiated the infringement procedure

sending a letter of formal notification to Ireland, followed by a reasoned opinion in November 2018. To date,

Ireland has not yet notified the full transposition of the Directive into its national legislation. Therefore, the

Commission has decided to refer the case to the CJEU.

 

Background

 

The combined travel legislation of the EU (the Package Travel Directive, Directive (EU) 2015/2302) replaces the

previous rules from 1990 (Council Directive 90/314 / EEC) and adapts the scope of the protection of travelers to the

market and technological advances. The current Directive covers not only traditional holiday packages, but also

protects consumers who book other forms of package travel, including personalized packages, where the traveler

chooses different items from a single point of sale online or offline . The Directive also harmonises the national laws

of the Member States on a series of passenger rights in the combination of different travel services (transport,

accommodation, car rental and other travel services).

· Awareness and training of judges, prosecutors and other

professionals to improve their knowledge of Union policies.

· Promote the exchange of good practices among stakeholders,

including public authorities, research institutes, legal professionals

and NGOs;

· Develop the use of technology in the justice system to improve its

efficiency, facilitate cooperation and cross-border interoperability;

· Develop the capacity of networks at European level and European

judicial networks;

· Organize follow-up activities to improve knowledge and understand

possible obstacles to the proper functioning of a European area of   

justice.

 

Background

 

The new Justice program is based on the current Justice program

(2014-2020). Since 2014, the Justice Program has helped to defend

and promote the common values   of the Union and to create an area

of   freedom, security and justice. It has been an important tool to

support the changes introduced in this area by the Treaty of Lisbon.
